Guidelines for Oral Presentations

The official language of the conference is English.  Please give your oral presentations in English with the electronic slide content also in English.

Paper presentations (including publication-based presentations) will be 15 minutes long, plus five minutes for questions.

Each presentation room will have a screen and a LCD projector, with standard VGA connectors.  There will be no overhead projector for use with acetate slides.  

You will need to bring your own notebook computer. If you want to bring a Macintosh, please be sure to bring the appropriate adapter. Presenters are expected to have their presentation pre-loaded electronically on their own laptop computer. 
If it is absolutely impossible for you to bring your own laptop computer, please coordinate with one of the other presenters in your session for permission to borrow their laptop for your presentation. You will have to do this at the conference, before the session starts.  You take your own risk.

Each presentation room will have a podium and a microphone.  We encourage speakers to use the microphone in order to increase the chances that all attendees will be able to hear the presentation.
